= revises the phrase 'failure to pay child support’ to clarify
that it refers to failure to pay support by either parent.

767.459 767.865(1) For paternity actions when the respondent is deceased, new
statutory language is added to permit a GAL to be appointed to
represent the interests of the deceased when there is no
personal representative. Summons and petition may be
served on personal representative and GAL to commence the
paternity action.

767.475(2m) 767.82(2m) Creates language to clarify that, in cases when paternity is
voluntarily acknowledged, the mother has sole legal custody of
the child until the court orders otherwise. Current law is silent
on this specific issue.

e 767.805(1m) New statutory provision prohibits minor parents from signing
voluntary paternity acknowledgments.

e 767.814 New statutory provision permits the use of names, rather than
initials, on court papers and records in paternity actions after
paternity is established.

- 767.865(2) New statutory language requires genetic tests in paternity
actions where the respondent is deceased, if genetic material
is available without undue hardship from the deceased or
relatives of the deceased. (Exhumation is rebuttably
presumed an undue hardship.)

Prior to January 1, 2007, BCS plans to:
» |dentify all substantive and non-substantive child support-related provisions and
procedures,
Revise statutory references in BCS materials,
Provide information and training to partner agencies,
Develop cross-reference tables,
Update web resources, and
Communicate the changes to OCSE.

The Bureau of Child Support will work with the Office of State Courts to share this and other child
support bulletins regarding the recodification of 767 with the family court commissioners and family
court judges around the state.
